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premises.

5. The board shall submit to the overseeing entity an annual plan of proposed
programs and projects at least two months prior to the commencement of
the fiscal year. The Directorate shall review such plan, comment thereon
and return it to the overseeing entity to notify the committee accordingly.

6. To achieving the committee’s objectives, the board may form special
technical committees, upon the approval of the overseeing entity.

7. The overseeing entity may recommend re-formation of the board, with
the same members or some of them, provided that the recommendation is
submitted to the Ministry at least six months prior to the end of the board’s
term.

8. Upon planning committee projects, the in-kind contribution of the Ministry,
including staff, offices, furniture, equipment, vehicles etc., shall be identified
with utmost precision.

9. When forming the board of directors of a committee whose services cover
more than one village or neighborhood, seats shall be allocated for members
representing such villages and neighborhoods.

10. Resignations of a board member shall be submitted to the committee in
writing, to be presented and approved in a board meeting by virtue of official
minutes submitted to the overseeing entity.

11. Upon the expiry of a board term, said board shall continue to perform its
duties until a new board takes over, provided that all in-kind and cash trusts
are officially handed over between the two boards by means of minutes.
Article 21

The Minister may make exceptions to these Rules.

Classification of Service Areas
Article 18
a. Every four years, the Minister shall issue a decision classifying the areas
served by centers and committees into three categories in accordance with
specific criteria.
b. Subsidies shall be disbursed according to such categories in accordance
with Articles 11 and 12 of the Regulations.
c. The Ministry may increase the subsidies referred to in paragraph b of this
Article for certain public benefit programs and projects which are difficult for
citizens to contribute to.
Field Allowance
Article 19
The field allowance referred to in Article 17 of the Regulations shall be paid
to all male and female staff members of centers, provided that the overtime
work hours are not less than 15 hours a week, as the interest of work may
dictate subject to controls set for the purpose.
General Provisions
Article 20
1. To distinguish the committee’s name, the Ministry may add any description
to such name.
2. The committee may, upon the Ministry’s approval, extend its services to
other areas within the administrative area of said committee.
3. The committee shall have an appropriate office where it convenes,
performs its activities and keeps its records.
4. The committee shall display its registration number and the unified
logo of committees on its printed material, billboards, seals, vehicles, and
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said account shall be resumed upon the Ministry’s written approval.

8. By virtue of the minutes of board meeting, the committee may invest not
more than 50% of its funds upon the Ministry’s written approval.

9. The committee shall have a certified accountant review its accounts.

10. Fees shall be directly deposited by beneficiaries into the committee
bank account.

11. In case depositing of fees into the committee bank accountis not possible,
such fees shall be collected against cash receipts with serial numbers in
coordination with the overseeing entity and deposited in the committee bank
account.

12. All in-kind items shall be entered in an inventory with the committee, and
a detailed list thereof, attested by the committee, shall be submitted to the
overseeing entity on an annual basis.

13. The committee shall provide the overseeing entity with a monthly bank
statement detailing revenues and expenditure.

Article 17

First: Dissolution of committee board of directors:

If a board commits any of the violations stipulated in Article 15 of the
Regulations, the Ministry may, after exhausting all possible remedies,
dissolve and replace said board in either of the following ways:

a. Replace the board with members from the reserve list to complete the
remaining statutory term of the board, taking into account paragraph 8 of
clause «Second» of Article 11 of these Rules.

b. Coordinate with the province governorate or county head to form a
provisional board of directors for the committee to complete the remaining
statutory term thereof, and initiate nomination procedures for the new board
in accordance with Article 12 of these Rules.

Second: Dissolution of the committee

The Minister may dissolve a committee if it commits any of the violations

4. Any other reason, upon taking proper procedures.

In such a case, the committee shall nominate a replacement from the list of
members in reserve according to the number of votes received, and submit
said nomination to the overseeing entity to take necessary action.

The Ministry may also appoint a replacement in accordance with paragraph
8 of clause «Second» of Article 11 of these Rules.

Article 16

Committee revenues

1. Committee revenues consist of government subsidies, grants, donations,
bequests, endowments, fees set for programs and activities and any other
source as adopted by the board and approved by the Ministry.

2. The Ministry shall issue decisions on committee subsidies every fiscal
year, taking into account Articles 11 and 12 of the Regulations and Article
18 of these Rules. Subsidy funds shall be deposited in the committee bank
account.

3. The overseeing entity shall audit and review disbursement of subsidies
and retain documents thereof. It shall also submit to the Ministry an annual
report on the committee accomplishments within the fiscal year.

4. A committee shall receive cash donations and grants at its offices against
receipts designated for such purpose or through direct deposit in the
committee bank account.

5. The committee may not organize fund raising campaigns without the
Ministry’s written approval.

6. Committee funds shall be deposited in its bank account and disbursement
therefrom may only be carried out by virtue of cheques signed by the
committee’s chairman or vice chairman, and treasurer.

7. The Ministry may, as it deems necessary, direct the board, in writing,
to suspend disbursement from the committee account. Disbursement from

deputy minister shall issue the position assignment decision.

Article 14

Board meetings

1. The board shall convene at least once every month.

2. Board meetings shall be attended by a representative of the overseeing
entity to provide technical assistance without having the right to vote on
board resolutions.

3. Board meetings shall be deemed valid if attended by the majority of
members. Board resolutions shall pass by majority vote of attending
members, and in case of a tie, the chairman shall have the casting vote.

4. In the absence of the chairman and vice chairman, the meeting shall be
chaired by the treasurer. In the absence of the treasurer, the meeting shall
be chaired by one of the attending members as agreed upon by them.

5. The meeting minutes and resolutions passed shall be submitted to the
overseeing entity within five days from the date of the meeting. Board
resolutions shall become effective unless the overseeing entity officially
notifies the committee of the suspension of a resolution within fifteen days
from the date of the official receipt of said resolution by the overseeing
entity.

In case a board resolution is suspended, the overseeing entity shall report
the same to the Ministry. Board resolutions shall become effective unless
the Ministry expresses reservation thereon within sixty days from the date of
receipt of said resolution. Suspended resolutions shall be stayed.

Article 15

A vacancy in the board occurs for the following reasons:

1. Death.

2. Written resignation submitted in accordance with paragraph 10 of Article
20 of these Rules.

3. Unexcused absence for three consecutive or six non-consecutive
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from among board members, including the chairman, vice chairman and
treasurer.

9. The Minister, or designee, shall issue a decision forming the committee
board of directors, including the following:

+ Designating the overseeing entity.

« Committee registration number.

« Committee category.

Article 12

Board re-formation

The board shall be re-formed every four years as follows:

1. The overseeing entity shall, four months prior to the end of the board’s
term, extensively announce in the area served by the committee that
nominations for membership of the committee’s board of directors are being
accepted, taking into account paragraph 8 of Article 11 of these Rules.

2. The overseeing entity shall receive nomination applications within one
month from the date of announcement.

3. The list of candidates shall be submitted to the Ministry at least sixty (60)
days prior to end of the board’s term.

4. Steps 4-9 set forth in clause «Second» of Article 11 of these Rules shall
be completed.

Article 13

Reassignment of board positions

1. The Ministry may, as it deems necessary, request board members to
consider reassignment of positions.

2. The overseeing entity shall provide the Directorate with a detailed list of
the new assignment of board positions along with a copy of the relevant
minutes for approval.

3. Upon reassignment of positions among board members, the competent
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membership within one month from the date of the announcement.

2. The list of candidates shall be submitted to the Ministry to complete
other necessary procedures in accordance with a form designed for the
purpose.

3. The Ministry shall return the approved list of candidates to the center
or overseeing entity to conduct and supervise the balloting. Names of
members of the board of directors shall be determined according to the
number specified by the Ministry, provided that it is not less than five and
not more than thirteen members, subject to paragraph 8 of this Article. The
remaining candidates shall be deemed standby members.

4. Candidates shall be notified of the balloting date.

5. Balloting shall be conducted on set date and shall be attended by one or
more representatives of the Ministry. Names of candidates shall be listed in
order of votes received in a list approved by the center or overseeing entity
which conducted the study and supervised the balloting.

6. If the balloting is attended by less than half the number of candidates,
it shall be postponed, and minutes shall be prepared documenting the
same. Balloting shall be rescheduled to take place after ten days and shall
be attended by not less than one third of the candidates; otherwise, the
balloting committee shall prepare minutes to be submitted to the Ministry to
take whatever action it may deem appropriate.

7. The newly formed board shall hold its first meeting with the attendance
of the Ministry representative to select the «Chairman», «Vice Chairman
« and «Treasurer» from among board members, provided the chairman,
vice chairman and treasurer are holders of not less than the Intermediate
School certificate, taking into account paragraph 8 of clause « Second» of
this Article.

8. The Ministry may directly appoint the number it deems appropriate

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6. The findings and all supporting documents shall be submitted to the
Directorate for review.
7. The Directorate shall notify the entity conducting the study of the initial
approval and request completion of procedures for the formation of the
committee and the election of the board of directors.
b. The Ministry shall then approve the committee and its board of directors
and shall reevaluate its performance one year from the date of its formation
decision.
A board of directors which proves unfit to perform its role may be dissolved
by the Ministry and re-formed for another year. If the new board fails to carry
out its duties, said committee shall be dissolved.
c. The Ministry may take the initiative in forming committees in areas it
deems necessary.

Committee Board of Directors

Article 11

First- Board of directors member requirements:

1. Hold Saudi citizenship.

2. Be at least twenty five years of age at the time of submission of the
application for membership.

3. Enjoy good reputation.

4. Be a resident of the area and keen on social and voluntary work.

5. Not convicted of a crime impinging on honor or integrity, unless
rehabilitated.

6. Not a member of more than two non-governmental entities.

Second- Board of directors committee formation procedures:

1. The center or overseeing entity shall announce to citizens of the area
served by the committee acceptance of nomination for membership of the
committee board of directors and invite eligible citizens to apply for board

Committee Formation
Article 9
Conditions for committee formation:
1. The population of the proposed area covered by the services of the
committee shall not be less than 3000 as per the latest official census.
2. The area must have a number of government entities and public schools
for boys and girls.
3. The availability of a local bank branch not more than 50 km away.
4. The number of individuals requesting the formation of the committee shall
not be less than twenty citizens who have completed the age of twenty
five.
Article 10
a. Committee formation procedures :
1. Arequest for the committee formation shall be submitted to the competent
center.
2. In the event there is no center in the relevant area, the request shall be
submitted to the general directorate of social affairs in the area.
3. Inthe eventthere is neither a development center nor a general directorate
for social affairs in the relevant area, the request shall be submitted to the
Ministry.
4. The center or department receiving the request shall review said request
in accordance with the verification form designed for this purpose.
5. The center or department receiving the request shall coordinate with the
relevant governor or district chief with respect to the following:
a) The importance of forming the committee.
b) The suitability of the committee location.

Article 5

In addition to supervising the committees, centers shall carry out

comprehensive development programs for community service pursuant to

Articles 5 and 8 of the Regulations.

Article 6

1. Each center shall submit project planning forms to the Directorate for

approval in accordance with a plan prepared by the center.

2. The Minister, or designee, shall issue decisions pertaining to subsidies for

programs carried out by the centers in each fiscal year, subject to Articles 11

and 12 of the Regulations and Article 18 of these Rules.

3. The Directorate shall review disbursement of subsidies for center programs

in accordance with paragraphs 1 and 2 of this Article.
Non-governmental Social Development Committee

Article 7

The non-governmental committee whose members of the board of directors

work on voluntary basis according to the Regulations and the Implementing

Rules thereof shall be called the «Non-governmental Social Development

Committee».

Article 8

Objectives of social development committees shall be as follows:

1. Identify citizens’ needs and encourage them to participate in meeting

them.

2. Propose projects and programs necessary for development of the local

community and contribute (financially), (in kind) or (with human resources)

in implementation, assessment and follow up.

3. Contribute to development of human resources of the local community,

Social Development Centers
Article 4
Each center shall consist of two divisions ( male and female) and shall
undertake the following tasks:
1. Supervise the implementation of the Regulations and Implementing Rules
thereof.
2. Conduct social studies and research.
3. Review individual cases by means of field trips.
4. Promote social awareness in the community.
5. Participate with governmentaland non-governmental society organizations
in various awareness activities serving the different segments of the
community.
6. Plan and implement social programs and projects; particularly social
education and awareness programs, family counseling, productive families
and preventive programs, in addition to programs targeting women, girls
and children as well as youth programs.
7. Cooperate with governmental and non-governmental agencies to carry
out programs targeting different segments of the community.
8. Promote joint development programs between the center and committees
operating therewith.
9. Coordinate with and assist committees in planning programs and
projects.
10. Supervise programs and projects carried out by the committees.
11. Receive and review committees’ formation or re-formation applications
and submit relevant recommendations to the Ministry.
12. Follow up and review the committees’ meeting minutes.
13. Review and audit the committees’ revenues and expenditure.
14. Review monthly account activity of committees under its supervision.

Definitions

Article 1

The following words, wherever mentioned in these Rules, shall have the
meanings assigned to them, unless otherwise required by context:
Minister : Minister of Social Affairs.

Ministry : Ministry of Social Affairs.

Directorate : General Directorate of Social Development.

Center : Social Development Center.

Overseeing Entity : Any Branch of the Ministry specified in the Committee
formation decision, assigned to follow up and oversee the Committee
functions.

Regulations : The Regulations of Social Development Centers issued by
Council of Ministers Resolution No. (161) on 11 Jumada | 1428H.
Committee : Non-governmental Social Development Committee.

Board : Board of Directors of the Non-governmental Social Development
Committee consisting of a number of citizens elected or appointed to
represent the Committee and run its affairs.

Article 2

Social development centers are social institutions established, managed
and supervised by the Ministry for the purpose of comprehensive, integrated
development of local communities in accordance with Articles 3 and 4 of
the Regulations. Said centers shall oversee non-governmental social
development committees and programs thereof.

Article 3

The General Directorate of Social Development shall be in charge of
social development centers and non-governmental social development
committees.
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1. Failure to conduct its responsibilities due to financial or administrative
reasons.

2. Deviation from its objectives.

3. Serious violation of these Regulations or rules and decisions issued in
implementation thereof.

4, Mismanagement of funds.

The committee may appeal before the Board of Grievances within
sixty (60) days from the date of notification of the Minister>s decision.
Article 16

The Ministry may assign the management of one of its homes, centers,
institutions or any social activity to any financially and administratively
competent committee. In such case, said committee shall receive a subsidy
commensurate with tasks assigned to it, in accordance with applicable
rules.

Article 17

Ministry employees working for centers shall be paid a fieldwork
allowance of twenty five percent (25%) of the basic salary, provided that the
beneficiary of such allowance work overtime for not less than three (3) hours
a day. Said allowance shall cover the employee’s additional transportation
expenses from and to work.

Article 18

These Regulations shall repeal the Regulations issued by Council
of Ministers’ Resolution No. (15) dated 11/1/1386 H as well as any prior
provisions and decisions conflicting therewith.

Article 19

The Minister shall issue the rules and decisions necessary for the
implementation of these Regulations within ninety (90) days from the date
of issuance. They shall become effective from the date these Regulations
come into force.

Article 20

These Regulations shall be published in the Official Gazette and shall

come into force ninety (90) days from their publication date.
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service areas kingdom wide shall be classified as follows:

- Category A: Areas with most services

- Category B: Areas with moderate services.

- Category C: Areas with scarce services.

The Ministry shall determine the category of each center and
committee in accordance with criteria set forth by rules and decisions issued
by the Minister in implementation of these Regulations, provided that they
are periodically updated in line with the development changes in each
area.

Article 12

Subsidy (government contribution) provided by the Ministry for
projects (programs) implemented by the centers and committees as well as
the needs of committees and projects in said areas shall be as follows:

- Category A : Not exceeding fifty percent (50%) of the total cost.
- Category B : Not exceeding seventy percent (70%) of the total cost.
- Category C : Not exceeding ninety percent (90%) of the total cost.

Rules and decisions issued by the Minister for these Regulations
shall regulate the method of payment of the subsidy. The Minister may
increase such percentages for certain committees in public benefit projects
which receive no or little contribution from community members.

Article 13

Committees may collect donations, and accept gifts, bequests and
endowments in accordance with applicable laws. They may - with the
Ministry’s approval - invest their surplus funds in activities with financial
returns that help them accomplish their objectives, without conflicting with
relevant laws and instructions.

Article 14

The Ministry shall oversee and monitor the committees work and
shall have access to their ledgers, records and documents. Each committee
shall provide any information, statement or any other document requested
by the Ministry.

Article 15

Upon exhausting all other possible solutions, the Minister may

dissolve a committee in any of the following cases:

Upon the Ministry’s approval of its formation, each committee shall become
a corporate entity.
Article 7

The Ministry may offer a formation subsidy for each committee to
assist in commencing its administrative and social work.

Programs carried out by centers or committees shall be consistent
with the cultural, social and economic status of each area and in accordance
with established methods based on social field surveys of local communities
that determine their actual needs. Such programs shall be carried out upon
the Ministry's approval.
Article 9

Centers and committees shall benefit from government, non-
government and charitable sectors operating within their areas in
implementing their programs in accordance with established and coordinated
system that ensures cooperation and synergy among all sectors.
Article 10

Each center shall have administrative and technical staff adequate
for the implementation of its programs and consistent with its tasks. Rules
and decisions issued by the Minister shall specify the departments of each
center, the detailed tasks of each department as well as the duties and
tasks of its employees.
Article 11

Depending on level and availability of service, centers and committees’
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Article 1

The following words and phrases, wherever mentioned in these
Regulations, shall have the meanings assigned to them, unless the context
requires otherwise:
Ministry : Ministry of Social Affairs.
Minister : Minister of Social Affairs.
Center : Social development center, a social institution established, managed
and supervised by the Ministry.
Committee : Non-governmental social development committee, formed of
a number of citizens for the purpose of identifying the local community’s
needs and working towards meeting them, in collaboration with the State,
represented by the Ministry of Social Affairs.
Area : Area(s) covered by the services of a center or committee.
Local Community : Groups of inhabitants living in areas covered by the
services of a center or committee.
Government Sectors : Ministries and other governmental agencies with
branches in areas where there are centers and committees.
Article 2

Centers shall aim at developing local communities socially in a full
and comprehensive manner, through established modern methods and
based on the needs of citizens in such communities.
Article 3

Centers shall participate, along with community members, in
identifying the needs of the local community and provide material and moral
support as well as human resources in the execution of various social
development programs as well as cultural, training, recreational, sports,
health, agricultural and environmental programs which meet the needs
of the local community and its development, and achieve its safety and
security.

Article 4

Centers shall encourage community members within their respective
areas to form committees to identify the common needs of their areas and
local communities and work towards meeting them through the various
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
